Autumn term from our pupils
Year 3 by Bisan 3R and Dhilan 3TM
This autumn term we have done lots of fun things. We enjoyed our topic, 'We Will Rock You' the most, especially our WOW days! On our first WOW day we met a man named Flint. We played Stone Age games and handled Stone Age artefacts. One of the games was mammoth hunt where we had to chase the mammoth into the marsh. Then we played an ancient board game where we had four counters and had to see who could get theirs to the end first. It was a bit like Ludo! On our Bronze Age WOW day, we made flint knives out of soap and we used a lolly stick to knap the soap into the shape of an axe head. We did some digging inside coprolites, which is fossilised POO! We found lots of things like; berries, nuts, flowers, scales, teeth etc. We also completed our roundhouses, and this is what we did. We weaved the twine (which is like a strong piece of string) and added gluey newspaper (which was the papier mache). These were the best bits of term 🙂
Year 4 by Anya and Chloe
During the first term, we had a brilliant time in Year 4. We started off the year with our topic, Ancient Egypt which we all loved and we had the best Ancient Egyptian wow day. This was linked to our book "There's a pharaoh in the bath" and wrote a diary entry about Sennapod which is a mummy that came to life! We learnt lots of facts about the River Nile and pyramids and we really enjoyed learning about mummification. Here are some steps... (Not in order) First you have to wash the body. Put the organs in canopic jars.
In DT we have been making marble mazes and death masks. When we made our mazes we worked together to cut the wood ourselves. We used real saws to cut our wood. For our death masks we got given shiny paper to create the mosaic; it was tough. 
In our art we have been drawing line landscapes and we learnt about an artist called Piet Mondrain; he was an abstract artist! We also loved creating our animal symmetry. 
In science we have loved learning about animals, and their habitats. We created our  multi adaptive animal and wrote our own non chronological reports about endangered animals. 
We finished off the year sewing our puppets! 
Year 5 by Rubie and Iris
We have loved Year 5 so far!  We were a little scared to begin with as it has been a massive jump from Year 4 to Year 5.  Our Greek wow day was so exciting – we got to try Greek food which was surprisingly good!  We also made some Greek bread which was very fluffy.  In Science we have completed lots of experiments – we carried out lots of tests on filtering water.  One of our favourite things has been the DT project because we have learnt how to use different tools – we got to go foraging too!  We are having so much fun in Year 5.

Year 6 by Lilly and Oscar 
We were excited and a bit nervous to start Year 6 in September. We began learning about WW2 straight away and went on a visit to Newhaven Fort in our first week!  We experienced an underground bunker and heard the sirens wailing. There was a canned egg from WW2 which you could hear rattling in its tin. We were glad we had our own packed lunch!
Learning about Anne Frank was really powerful as she was our age when she went into hiding. We enjoyed presenting our topic work in different ways such as a jigsaw, timeline and little doors.
A highlight was when we invited some of our older friends, grandparents and veterans to a VE Day tea where we shared our work and listened to their stories and experiences of the war. One of our visitors was 105 years old! Some of them had been evacuated. We also showed them our home learning craft which included helmets, Anderson shelters and spitfires which we had created as part of home learning.  We also became journalists and wrote our own reports on the Blitz.
We have also enjoyed various Science experiments including making a pressure plate to turn on a light bulb and investigating circuits.
We have marked different weeks this term such as Anti-bullying where we coloured socks encouraging people to say what was going on and ‘No Outsiders’ where we thought of imaginary characters to celebrate our differences.
Our highlight of the Autumn Term has been designing our own Christmas stockings which we have sewn for a family member.  Everyone has loved this – even the teachers!

Mental health doesn’t take time off at Christmas, and with all the added stresses that can come with the festive season it’s very important to care for your wellbeing. Follow our Christmas tips to support your wellbeing over the festive season.
Be active
Are you feeling tired and exhausted in the run up to Christmas? Research suggests keeping active can help beat tiredness. Why not try a walk around a Christmas market, a brisk stroll around the countryside or even ice skating?
Take notice
Have too much to do before Christmas? Often we can be so focused on a growing to do list that we forget to pay attention to what is happening now. Take notice of your surroundings – wrap up warm and pay attention to all the seasonal smells of freshly cut Christmas trees and logs burning on the fire.

Keep learning
Stuck for Christmas present ideas? Why not learn a new skill? It can not only improve your wellbeing but also make for exciting, personal Christmas presents. Save Santa’s elves a job or two!
Give to others
Feeling stressed this Christmas? Christmas can be a great time of year to do something for someone else. It doesn’t have to break the bank – something as simple as a smile or a ‘thank you' can help with your own wellbeing as well as theirs.

Connect
Feel lonely this Christmas? Christmas can be a tough time of year. Talking to and interacting with the people around you, whether that be family, neighbours or a friendly ‘hello’ to the person standing in the queue behind you at the shops, may help. 
Keep your expectations of the festive period realistic
Many of us have a perfect vision of what the holidays should look like, and are disappointed when they don’t live up to their expectations. Remember, nobody has a perfect holiday or a perfect family, so don’t pressure yourself to live up to unrealistic standards!
Coping with anxiety
Christmas parties and events can be stressful if you struggle with social anxiety. Don’t feel pressured to say ‘yes’ to every invitation – you are allowed to decide which festive events and traditions are more important and enjoyable for YOU, and decline the activities which cause you unnecessary stress.
Christmas prep causing stress?
Christmas can be a huge source of stress, and it’s easy to feel there’s too much to organise, or too much pressure on you – but don’t hesitate to reach out for help if you need it. Ask a friend or family member to help you with chores, or contact local mental health services who can offer support, advice and resources.
Take some ‘me time’
The holidays can be an overwhelmingly social time, with gatherings of family, friends and colleagues. Don’t forget that you’re allowed to set aside some ‘me time’ as well, such as curling up to read a favourite book or watch a Christmas TV special.
