Sex Education 101

· All classes will have a question box where children will post questions at a suitable point in the lesson. All children will need to write something down to ‘post’ even if it is only, ‘I don’t have a question’. In this way no question will be identified
· All children have the right to pass – no child will be forced to share their thoughts or feelings in the lessons. If they are finding the subject matter difficult, they will be able to leave the room to take a break
· If questions arise following discussion which are not part of the agreed year group objectives, then teachers will explain that this is something they will cover further up the school
· Teachers cannot control the prior knowledge of all children. If inappropriate language or worrying subjects arise the teacher will move the conversation along.
· Sex Education lessons will take place after lunch. This is to avoid unmonitored chatting on the playground with other classes or different year groups
· The only resources used in lessons will be those shared with parents
Right to withdraw:
· Should parents request to withdraw their children from lessons they will need to contact the headteachers directly
· A record will be kept of children not attending PD lessons
· Children will remain excluded from lessons until the request is withdrawn
· If children are withdrawn from lessons, where possible they will be placed in a different class from the same year group. This is dependent on staffing and number of children
